availability ïin 2011 $40K max request ($600K total)

üMinimum 50% cash match required by grantee

üProjects involving the collection, processing or end use of 

materials in the solid waste stream are eligible for funding

üBonus points for special projects

Special project considerations for 2011

Projects that address:

ü Construction & demolition waste recycling 

ü Food waste collection 

ü Electronics recycling 

ü Recyclers providing services to under-served sectors or 

communities

Will receive special consideration. Such projects will be eligible 

for bonus points as outlined in the scoring criteria section.

üPublic/Private Partnership (5 points)

üGrant parameters can change depending on funding 

availability ïin 2011 $30K max request (~$600K total)

üMinimum 20% cash match required by grantee

üSeeking projects involving the collection, processing and 

diversion of organics from the solid waste stream

üRFP will be announced shortly

üProposal due early March 2011

DEAO offers grants to local governments for 

purchase of carts for curbside recycling programs.

üAll grants to date have gone to first time curbside programs 

and communities switching from bins to carts 

üMaximum funding $75,000 (up to $25 per cart)

üSeeking to support NCôs first collection program for 

residential food waste diversion

üOngoing grant cycle ïas long as funds are available
